     CHARACTER COUNTS...  
 SAOPCS is dedicated to teaching students about appropriate character traits and social skills. Both   
can be taught through example and direct instruction. Our teachers will be incorporating activities and lessons 
based on the skills and traits as appropriate for the age level of our students. Since parents are the first 
teachers of character traits and social skills, we ask parents to reinforce these at home. Each month we will 
introduce information on the character traits or social skills we are emphasizing.  
 We will be recognizing students monthly through the Character Counts program. In 1st-3rd grades, 
homeroom teachers nominate students who exemplify the social skills or character traits for that month. A 
student can be nominated only once during the school year. Students identified as doing a good job, will be 
acknowledged during morning announcements. Their name is added to the Character Counts bulletin board 
in the lobby. The goal is to have each studentôs picture and name on the bulletin board by the end of the 
school year. 
 In 4th-8th grades, homeroom teachers nominate one student per month who exemplifies the particular 
character trait or social skill for that month. A student can be nominated only once during the school year. 
Nominees will be acknowledged during morning announcements and participate in a Character Counts break-
fast celebration.
